
#3: HEALTH CARE FOR ALL
Presenters: Dr. Terrence Fitzgerald, Part of Chesapeake 
Physicians for Social Responsibility; Vincent DeMarco, 
Maryland Citizen’s Health Initiative
Discussions will center around the role of Catholics in 
health care through the lens of Catholic Social Teaching 
and the efforts underway in Maryland to increase health 
care access for ALL Marylanders.

Those who traffi c 
in human lives now make more money than those 
who traffi c in illegal weapons.

They will also have a chance 
to discuss what churches can do to help victims of this 
horrifi c experience.

#2: THE WEALTH GAP in the U.S.: Why it Matters
